CONSEQUENCES OF NOT BEING A PEACEMAKER

· Blocks my fellowship with God 1 John 4:20-21, 1:3-4

· Prevents answers to my prayers 1 Peter 3:7

· Divides my church family  Ephesians 4:3, Col 3:14

· Affects my witness Matthew 5:16

· Hinders my spiritual growth 2 Thessalonians 1:3

· Stops the blessing of God Matthew 5:9


THE JESUS METHOD OF A PEACE MAKING

1. Pray first

2. Personally go  to the person and no one else with your complaint

3. Pick a church leader to go with you to work it out

4. Point the person back to the one they are complaining about


THE ATTITUDES OF A PEACEMAKER (Beatitudes)

1. Empty yourself  (Matthew 5:3)
2. Be sorry for your personal sin  (Matthew 5:4)
3. Meekness Let the Spirit control (Matthew 5:5)
4. Seek God’s righteousness  (Matthew 5:6)
5. Show mercy (Matthew 5:7)
6. Pure heart  (Matthew 5:8)
7. Make a covenant of peace  (Matthew 5:9)
